After 5 years of chaos reigning in the ranks of the Radon Ensemble, the time had come to begin performing the true,
composed work of Steve Mackay. This captures the group at the earliest stages of this formation. The core of the band
was assembled in Nashville, Tennessee and consists of prolific local musical pros, Steve Poulton and Deanna Varagona,
with a true Nashville boy, John Sharp forming the rhythm section alongside original Radon member Sam Lohman, with
the Ensemble’s musical director Scott Nydegger, and recurring collaborator/producer Kamilsky, making one of their final
appearances in the line up. Adding an extra element to the spectacle, Ed Gooper brought the unique visuals of
Projexorcism. The venue itself is quite special. The Radon Gollective took a liking to the Twin Peaks gone southern vibe
of Johnson Gity, and the Hideaway became regular stop of Radon tours, and were met with wonderful welcomes from the
locals. The Hideaway crowd have a inquisitive ears and open minds, no doubt with some credit for expanding those
going to local creative force Bryan Lewis Sanders, who appeared on many of the line ups of the Radon shows.
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
